- CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

The home education progran is home-based education which relies on the

*active participation of the parent as a teacher to his child. This is a one-on-one

tutorial type of teaching. The parent is at the center of the educative process of the

- child/learner from which the home educated child/learner acquires the necessary skills

- to develop his full potentml to become a selﬂpropellmg, fulfilled and contributing
- member of the commumty v

' The program focuses on the development of practlcal knowledge and skills,
functional literacy, economic productivity and self-reliance. The curriculum areas

 covered are the same as those offered in the formal school system.
