2010 VOCATIONAL EDUCATORS CONGRESS

1. The Philippine Association for Vocational Education (PAVE), Inc., in

1. heads of private tech-voc institutions.
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4. Attendance of public school participants shall be on official business.
Authorized to attend from the TVETF, DepEd Central Office are the directors and
personnel/staff, in-charge of programs and projects for TVE.

5. A registration fee of Four Thousand Two Hundred Pesos (PhP4,200.00) will
be charged each participant inclusive of conference materials, five (5) snacks, three
(3) lunch, two (2) dinner. Starting lunch will be on November 18 and ending lunch
on November 20, 2010. This is a non-residential (live-out) congress and the
registration fee does not cover accommodation. The registration fee, hotel
accommodation/lodging, travel and other incidental expenses shall be charged
from local school funds or other available funds.
