SY 2010-2011 NATIONAL POPULATION QUIZ (POPQUIZ)

To: Bureau Directors
Regional Directors
Schools Division /City Superintendents

1. The Department of Education (DepEd) through the Bureau of Secondary
Education (BSE), in coordination with the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA)
and the Commission on Population (POPCOM) will conduct the SY 2010-2011
National Population Quiz (POPQUIZ), in time with the celebration of the
Population and Development (POPDEV) Week with the theme, “Everyone Counts” on
November 17-19, 2010 in Tarlac City at a venue to be announced later. The
Division of Tarlac City was the champion during the SY 2009-2010 National
Population Quiz.

2. The activity aims to:
a. sustain awareness of and interest in population issues and
matters among in-school youth and the general public;
b. convey population and development concepts/messages to

students such as responsible parenthood, poverty, adolescent
reproductive  health, gender, population, environment,
resources and sustainable development;

C. raise awareness on Sexually Transmitted Infection (STI) and
Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) among high school
students in the Philippines; and

d. promote values supportive of population and development
education among in-school youth.

3. The participants, timetable, mechanics of the contests, and management at
various levels are contained in the enclosure.

4. The board and lodging of the regional contestants with their coaches, the
cash awards for the regional contestants and the national champion shall be
charged against BSE funds. Moreover, the board and lodging, traveling expenses of
judges, BSE and DepEd staff, honoraria of the board of judges, test formulator,
quiz master and the Secretariat (BSE and DepEd staff), supplies and materials, and
other incidental expenses shall be charged against BSE funds, subject to the usual
accounting and auditing rules and regulations. However, the traveling expenses of
the contestants, coaches, regional and division POPED coordinators, principals and
other official delegates shall be charged against local funds.

5. The official delegation of the region, except the contestants and the coaches
shall be charged with a registration fee of Three Thousand Six Hundred Pesos
(PhP3,600.00) per participant to cover their board and lodging, chargeable against
their local funds. Payment should be made in cash.
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6. Participants shall check in on November 17 with breakfast as the first meal
and check out on November 19, 2010 with lunch as the last meal.

7. The Regional POPED Coordinators shall send the names of the participants
to the Bureau of Secondary Education (Attn.: Rosalie B. Masilang and/or Flora B.
Homeres) at telefax no.: (02) 632-7746 or (02) 632-7586 not later than November 5,
2010.
