The Regional
Science Education Supervisor shall submit a consolidated report indicating the list of the
winners in both the division and regional levels and all the participating Science Club
Advisers, name of originating schools and their addresses, name of the School Principal
and the SCAAP Chapter President to the DepED-CSCA on or before September 17, 2010.

Heads/Principals are enjoined to actively support the Search.

GUIDELINES

RATIONALE

B. The Science Club Advisers must be affiliated with the Science Club Advisers
Association of the Philippines (SCAAP)

2. Complete list of officers and advisers of the SCAAP Division Chapter;

3. SCAAP Local Chapter Constitution and By-Laws, Organizational
