3. All schools are encouraged to support the celebration by undertaking the following
activities:
a. Builetin Board display in a strategic place in the school, giving emphasis
on the theme;
b. Highlighting the significance of the event during the flag raising ceremony
on December 1 (Monday}):
¢. Conduct of symposia, panel discussions, film showing, etc., on HIV/AIDS
prevention and control: and
d. Integration of HIV/AIDS prevention in appropriate learning areas.

4, Regional directors {RDs} and schools division/city superintendents {SDs) shall
designate the school health personnel to take the lead in the coordination of the
aforementioned activities. Advocacy on the prevention and control of HIV/AIDS should be
conducted, more particularly to high school students and parents. A report on these activities
shall be included in the 4" quarter report on the School Health Program to be submitted to
the Office of the Secretary, Attention: Health and Nutrition Center (HNC), DepED Complex,
Meralco Avenue, Pasig City
