1. Pursuant to Administrative Order No. 322, s. 1997 titled Authorizing Certain

DepEd Philippines official FB.

c. Organize Activities based on the theme
i. Encourage offices and schools to organize their own activities
through their respective online platforms. This ensures the health
and safety of all DepEd personnel and learners while enjoying this
momentous celebration.
